Section 1 

Motte and Bailey Castles

· What were the main features of them?

· What were they built of?

· What famous examples are there of motte and bailey castles?

· MOST IMPORTANT – How did these Castles allow William to keep control of the Kingdom?

Your slides should include details on all these questions and must have a fully labelled picture of a motte and bailey castle!

Section 2 

The Feudal System

Here are some questions to guide your research …

· What was the feudal system?

· Where did it originate?

· How did it work?

· What did each level owe the other?

· Where there any problems with the system?

· MOST IMPORTANT – How did the Feudal System allow William to keep control of the Kingdom?

Your slides should include details on all these questions and must have a fully labelled picture of the Feudal System!
Section 3 

The Domesday Book

Here are some questions to guide your research …

· What was the Domesday Book?

· When was it written?

· Why was it written?

· What did it contain?

· What problems were there in compiling it?

· MOST IMPORTANT – How did the Domesday Book allow William to keep control of the Kingdom?

Your slides should include details on all these questions and must contain 2 original extracts from the Book to illustrate the type of info it contained.

You must work together to design your presentation and it should look good as well as being full of useful information. You should contribute equally to the project and each of you should be an ‘expert’ on one section. You can create the introduction and conclusion together.
